Whatever meaning you thought of regarding the word "Tootsie", it is bound to
change by this winter when Dustin Hoffman's newest film is released. In
"Pootsie", Dustin Hoffman plays an actor who so dislikes finding work that he
disguises himself as an actress,

Now, if you're expecting Dustin to look like John Wayne in drag, then you are
in for a big surprise. For 90 minutes each day Hoffman goes through an ordeal;
